Day 2 

Mr Threesh Kapoor, eminent photographer and philanthropist was the chief guest 

on Day 2. He shared his valuable experience as a photographer with the students 

and engaged in an extended Q&A session with the audience. He cleared various 

doubts and queries from the audience regarding digital vs. analogue photography, 

photography as a career, editing and post processing among other things. He also 

judged two competitions - Photography and Wall-Art, the theme for which were  
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Films and Aam Janata and Social message using Bollywood iconography 

respectively.  
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The 2-Day event closed with cultural programmes like theatre, dance and musical 

performances, all celebrating the spirit of Hindi Cinema. The event received a 

roaring applause and a very positive feedback from the audience.

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iii) A three-day workshop for 'Quark Express’ software was organized from 26 April 2019 

to 29 April, 2019, for Masters students of Media & Communication (5-years Int Prog).  The 

workshop focused on enhancing skills of the students on 'Quark Express' software which is 

used for page making in newspaper industry. For the workshop, Mr.  Sanjay Yadav, Senior 

page designer, I-Next newspaper was invited as a resource person.  Ms. Aabshar 

Abbasi, Asstt Professor, SoMCS organized this workshop. During the workshop, students 

understood the process of newspaper making using Quark Express and other software like 

Adobe Photoshop which are relevant and a need of today's newspaper industry. Students 

prepared a dummy 4-pages newspaper during the workshop.  
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
